Summary of IPC activities in 2018-19
1. IPC Team

2. Training programme
At 1.4.19  100% of staff had received face-2-face training on hand hygiene with the last 12 months.

General IPC training is given every 3 years (the most recently being in September 2017), with interim updates being cascaded to staff through the usual management processes.

IPC Audit – Sharps bins prescribing

The IPC team undertook a third round of their previous audit (2016, 2017) on sharps bin prescribing. The aim of this work is to increase the availability of sharps bins in the homes of those who use sharp devices, thereby reducing risk of inoculation injury to patients, waste handlers and the general public.   The results of the third round of the audit showed 49% of patients with a repeat prescription of sharp item also had a sharps bin on repeat prescription. This represents an improvement from 37% in 2017.  The IPC team are considering what changes can be made to our processes to improve further.


IPC Audit – Infections after minor surgery


We undertook an audit of all patients who have had a minor surgical procedure at the Practice, looking for rates of post-operative infection.  1.4.19-6.6.19 the Practice performed 45 minor surgical procedures.  Rate of post-operative infection 0%.

IPC Audit – infection following ear irrigation

We undertook an audit of all patients who had ear irrigation at the Practice.  1.4.19-6.6.19 the Practice performed 75 ear irrigation procedures.  Rate of post-irrigation infection 2.6%.

IPC Audit – IPC management

In January 2019 we undertook an audit on our systems of IPC risk management (including IPC strategy, training, responsibilities etc).  We were reassured that we appear to have robust systems in place. The one possible area of improvement was that we could have clearer guidance for managers on when/how long staff with suspected serious transmissible disease should stay off work.  We have subsequently discussed this in our practice management meeting. 
4. Healthcare associated infection (HAI) 2018-19

The practice continues assist the locality IPC leads in root cause analysis of cases of HAIs when they occur.  

In the last year there was one case of clostridium difficile in a patient who had been in hospital.  Root cause analysis by the CCG IPC team attributed the cause of HCI to secondary care.

We recognise that antibiotic prescribing has an important role to play in HAIs.  In addition to our IPC work, the Practice has robust systems in place to actively manage antibiotic prescribing habits.
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
